BETWEEN EAST AND WEST.
CHALLENGES OF DEMOCRATIC COMMUNITIES
IN THE 21ST CENTURY

Despite certain optimistic hopes (characteristically expressed by
Francis Fukuyama’s famous book: The End of History and the
Last Man, 1992) it seems that the 21st century won’t be boring
and quiet at all — just the opposite. The world became a strongly
interconnected, dynamic system, whose behavior is hardly pre-
dictable, and that created for most humans in the world an inc-
reasingly threatening environment. This new situation weakened
many old democratic regimes, and helped the breakthrough and
electoral victory of many populist parties, many of them with sig-
nificantly autocratic sympathies. This raises fundamental ques-
tions regarding the future of democracies — whether they will be
able to cope, or they will perish, or at least drastically transform,
which foreshadows a rather dystopian future.

In my presentation I will focus on the main challenges offered
by this strongly connected, rapidly changing global environment.
In my opinion, we can highlight three challenges: 1) the funda-
mentalist, or at least anti-secular threat to secular democracies
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and societies, 2) the autocratic threat to the democratic countries,
and 3) unsustainability versus limited resources and sustainabi-
lity, in other words, the threat of global ecological crisis. I will
argue that from these three challenges the last two ones are the
most important, and perhaps the second one (autocracies versus
democracies) is the greatest issue.

I will try to show that despite every failure and fallback in the
history of recent democracies, still the democratic managing of
collective, public, and governmental issues offers the best pos-
sible way to handle the above-mentioned crises; and democratic
regimes have enough potentialities to solve the problems of a dy-
namically changing, strongly interconnected global environment.
I suppose that democratic regimes on the long run could handle
these problem better than autocracies.

HUNGARY’S PARTNER STATES
IN THE ORGANISATION OF THE TURKIC STATES
- A (GEO)POLITICAL ASSESSMENT

Established in 2009, as the Turkic Council - officially the Orga-
nization of Turkic States from 2021 - is currently an intergov-
ernmental organization comprising five Turkic-speaking member
states. Its four founding states were Turkey, Azerbaijan, Kazakh-
stan and Kyrgyzstan. In 2019, Uzbekistan joined as a full mem-
ber, while in 2018 and 2021, Hungary and Turkmenistan joined as
observers. The Persian-speaking Tajikistan is not participating in
the cooperation. In recent years, the member states of the Organi-
zation of Turkic States have emerged as main focus area of Hun-
garian foreign policy. n the study below, we would like to provide
a brief overview of the strategic, political and potential economic
benefits that the five full members and the two observers can ex-
pect from the cooperation.

The main initiator of the organization was obviously Turkey,
which, besides the Middle East and the Balkans, is also trying
to build its regional great power position in the Turkic speaking
countries of Central Asia. The regional weight of Azerbaijan has
also clearly increased since the 2020 Karabakh war. For Uzbeki-
stan, which has become a more dynamic actor in the foreign re-
lations since the change of presidency in 2016, the organization
also provides a suitable framework for opening up, while for Ka-
zakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, which both are deeply embedded in
Russian-dominated post-soviet integration blocs, the organization
can provide certain degree of relief from the suffocating hug of
the “Russian Bear”. Last, but not least Hungary as an EU member
state has every chance to improve its own economic and political
positions, with the above mentioned countries for its own benefit.

CHINA AND THE QUAD
IN THE SHADOW OF THE UKRAINIAN WAR

Ever since the reformulation of the Quadrilateral Security Dia-
logue (QUAD) in 2017, also named QUAD 2.0 with the participa-
tion of the United States, Japan, Australia and India, it has raised
attention from Beijing to Moscow and has been referred to as the
“Indo-Pacific NATO” or as “foam in the ocean, distined to dis-
sipate soon”, depending on the perspective, rhetorics and target
audience.

The research aims at understanding the real nature and poten-
tial of the political and military cooperation behind the QUAD in
the shadow of China’s growing economic and political influence
on the regional and global scale. Meanwhile, Chinese leaders cer-
tainly keep an eye on the currently ongoing war between Russia
and Ukraine, as well as on the unity of the Transatlantic Alliance
to support Ukraine by weapons, and for the first time, to intro-
duce painful sanctions against Russia. They might also consider
if the international response to a quick invasion against Taiwan
would be different and in what respect.

China began to sign strategic partnerships in the mid-1990s,
and required other countries and regional organizations, includ-
ing the European Union, to sign long-term agreements to prior-
itize their relationships with mainland China over Taiwan and
proactively manage any tensions. Economic interdependencies
and even trade wars in the recent past (including the one between
Australia and China) have clearly indicated the crucial role China
plays in our current global economy and raise further questions if
a similar sanctions policy could be a viable way, in case the reuni-
fication under China’s flag becomes a reality one day.

SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES
BETWEEN THE DEVELOPMENT MODELS
OF SOUTH KOREA AND TAIWAN

It is well-known that the Republic of Korea and Taiwan are both
belong to the so-called Asian Newly Industrialized Economies.
There are a lot of similarities between their economic and histo-
rical background: colonial heritage, like devastation of military
conflicts, scarcity of natural resources and capital and the availabi-
lity of low-cost labor, later on the special focus and support of the
education and the R&D and innovation. Both economies success-
fully adopted and followed Japan’s developing state model at their
economic development strategies from the early 1960’s. However,
the adoption of the model meant tailor-made adjustment to the lo-
cal social and economic environment in both cases. Mention must
be made about the fact that contrary to the industrial and services
sectors Taiwanese and South Korean agricultural sectors were ex-
cluded from the economic development strategies, moreover du-
ring the takeoff-period, agriculture served as capital provider to the
export-oriented sectors, while food sectors of Taiwan and South
Korea still can be characterized by small and scattered family far-
ms, ageing rural society, and low rate of self-sufficiency.

Besides the mentioned similarities there are several major
differences between the models of the examined two economies,
for example the main flagships of the implementation of the ex-
port-oriented economic development were different: in South Ko-
rea the pre-selected big firms, the Chaebols, while in Taiwan the
small and medium sized enterprises. The author gives an insight
to these similarities and major differences between the mentioned
two economies highlighting also to the main elements of the clas-
sical development state model, a special kind of “’capitalist™ econo-
mic model which successful combined the principles of the state
guidance, the private ownership of business and the market.

AZ UJ GAZDASAGI MECHANIZMUS
ES EREDMENYEI MAGYARORSZAGON

Az 1960-as évek elején a legtobb kelet- €s kozép-europai orszag-
ban intenziv vita kezd6dott a sztalinista tervutasitasos gazdal-
kodas reformjardl. A gazdaséagiranyitas atfogd feliilvizsgalatat
elosegitette az SZKP XXII. kongresszusa, valamint az 1962-es
kubai rakétavalsagot kovetden az Egyesiilt Allamok és a Szovjet-
unio6 kozotti kapesolatok normalizalodésa.

A térség orszagaiban szamos elméleti munka foglalkozott a
szocialista tervgazdalkodas megreformalasaval és hatékonyab-
ba tételével. Az j gazdasagi mechanizmusra hatast gyakorolt a
szovjet kozgazdasagi reformgondolat mellett az 1950-es évek ko-
zepén, Péter Gyorgy magyar kdzgazdasz altal kidolgozott, piaci
szocializmus modellje, melynek elemeit késobb beépitették az uj
gazdasagiranyitas rendszerébe. Mivel az 1960-as évek elején az
olcs6 munkaerdre és nyersanyagforrasokra alapozott extenziv
gazdasagfejlesztési stratégia tovabb novelte a merev €s biirokra-
tikus tervgazdalkodas miikodése soran jelentkezd problémakat
(novekvo kiilkereskedelmi mérleghiany és gazdasagi egyensuly-
talansag), ezért sziikkségessé valt a tervezés €s az iranyitas atala-
kitasa.

El6adasom célja az 1968. januar 1-jén Magyarorszagon be-
vezetett Uj gazdasagi mechanizmus eredményeinek bemutatasa.
Lényeges szempontot jelent az agraragazat mellett a vallalatira-
nyitas miikodési mechanizmusaban, valamint az arrendszerben
bekovetkezett valtozasok ismertetése. Ugyanakkor terjedelmi
korlatok miatt nem kivanok foglalkozni a régi6 tobbi orszagaban
elfogadott reformintézkedések elemzésével.

Az Eurdpai Unio keretei kozott megvalosuld gazdasagi és mone-
taris unid 1999. januar elsején a harmadik szakaszaba lépett €s
ezzel megtortént a kdzos pénz, az eurd bevezetése szamlapénz
formajadban. Az akkor 11 tagli eurozona 2022 decemberében 19
orszagot tomorit, a kelet- és kozép-eurdpai orszagok koziil (ido-
rendben) Szlovénia, Szlovakia, Esztorszég, Lettorszag és Litva-
nia vezette be eddig az eurdt. Az eurd elsé 23 éve alapvetden
sikeresnek tekinthetd, jollehet a gazdasagi €s monetaris unio tobb
vilagméretli pénziigyi és gazdasagi valsagon ¢€s az egyes tagor-
szagokban kirobbant szuverén addssagvalsagon is keresztiilment.
A valsagok ¢és kezelésiik eredményeképpen a gazdasagpolitikai
egyiittmiikodés, koordindcid az utobbi években elmélyiilt az
egyes orszagok kozott. Horvatorszag 2023. janudr elsején valhat a
gazdasagi és monetdris unio 20. tagorszagava. Az unios joganyag
értelmében a tobbi unids tag kelet- és kozép-eurdpai orszagnak
kotelezettsége a kozos pénz bevezetése és a konvergencia-kritéri-
umok teljesitésére valo torekvés.

Az eldadés célja az eurozona eddigi keleti kibdvitésének ér-
tekelése és mindenekeldtt annak vizsgalata, hogy a k6zos pénz
bevezetése eldtt allo kelet- és kdzép-eurdpai EU-tagorszadgok ho-
gyan teljesitik az eurdbevezetés feltételrendszerét és hogyan vi-
szonyulnak a gazdasagi és monetdris unidhoz.

Az iizleti vilag nemzetkoziesedésével foglalkozo publikéciok a I1.
vilaghdbort utani iddszakot tekintik a mai globalizacié kezdeté-
nek. Ekkor kezdddott az a tendencia, hogy a nemzetkozivé valt
cégek — kezdetben foleg amerikaiak és angolok, késdbb a japanok
¢s a nyugat-europaiak, valamint napjainkban a feltorekvd orsza-
gok (pl. Azsia) véllalatai — kozvetlen tékebefektetéseket (FDI)
hajtottak vagy hajtanak végre a vilag kiilonb6zd orszagaiban.

A legéltalanosabb értelmezés szerint a gazdasagi és a vallalati
globalizacio az egyes orszagok gazdasagainak €s piacainak va-
¢s vallalkozasi tevékenységek kiterjedtsége globalissa, az dsszes
kontinens minden orszagara kiterjedévé valnak. Az elmult évek
soran szamos ,,megroggyanto iitést” kapott a globalizacio el6z6-
leg leirt diadalmas folyamata.

Az emlitett jelenségek nyoman a hideghdboru iddszakara em-
1¢keztetd jelenségek kovetkeztek be. A vildgméretii egyiittmiiko-
désre valo torekvések helyett tipikussa valtak az elzarkozasok, a
hatarok lezarasai vagy a korabbi problémamentes egyiittmiikodé-
sek megszakitasa.

Az elézdleg jelzett trendek és hatasok nyoméan nagyon sokat
valtozott a nemzetkozi vallalatok menedzselési (ICM) gyakorlata,
¢s a témat atfogdan vagy részletesen bemutatod fogalmak és értel-
mezések egyarant. Véleményiink szerint az ICM magaba foglalja
azon funkciokat és eszkozoket, amelyek a tobb orszagra kiter-
jedo tevékenységet folytatd vallalatok €s intézmények hatékony
mukodését célozzak, a kiilonb6zo befolyasold tényezok és célok
figyelembevételével.
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Az elmult évek soran tobb empirikus kutatas keretében vizs-
galtuk a nemzetkdzi vallalatok menedzselésének atalakulasat és
valtozasat.

Tanulméanyunkban két teriileten lezajlott jellegzetes valtozaso-
kat mutatjuk be.

ATTRACTING INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS:
THE CHANGES IN RUSSIA’S STATE EDUCATIONAL
POLICY 2012 VS 2022

In 2014, UNESCO ranked Russia the 6th most-popular destina-
tion for international students [1], and in 2019 put it on the 5th
place [2], and it was not the only statistics showing the rising at-
tractiveness of Russian higher education [3]. This has been the
result of consistent steps taken in the country after the 2012 presi-
dential Decree “On Measures to Implement State Policy in the
Field of Education and Science”. Besides, traditionally, the big-
gest amount of international students studying in Russia come
from CIS countries, such as Kazakhstan, Ukraine, Uzbekistan,
Taijikistan, Belarus, as well as from China and India [4, statistics
of 2019].

With the continued aggression of Russia on the Ukrainian
territories and multiple sanctions imposed by the EU and other
actors, the intake of new international students in 2022 was ex-
pected to be challenging, yet, according to the statistics by many
Russian universities, primarily in capital cities (Moscow and Saint
Petersburg), the student recruitment campaign proved to be quite
successful, with many applicants not only from the CIS countries,
India and China, but also from Vietnam, Nigeria, Turkey, Israel,
Ecuador, Iran, etc. [5]
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Following the new political realities, in September 2022 Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin signed a Decree “On Approval of
the Concept of the Humanitarian Policy of the Russian Federa-
tion Abroad”, which outlines Russia’s most important directions
of educational and scientific collaboration for the years to come.

The proposed presentation will focus on the differences bet-
ween the new decree and the 2012 Decree “On Measures to Imp-
lement State Policy in the Field of Education and Science” (and
related documents) regarding international cooperation, expected
presence of Russian universities in various international rankings,
and raising the attractiveness of the Russian educational system
for applicants abroad.

TEACHING IN CREATIVE INDUSTRY:
DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION IN RUSSIA IN 2022

The talk discusses the results of the survey concerning the trans-
formation of the field of media and creative industries in Russia in
2022. In 2022 the area of media and creative industries drastically
changed as a result of two transformative processes:

* inside the country a number of media that opposed the offi-
cial position of the Government stopped working in spring,
while Facebook and Instagram were officially recognized
as a part of an extremist organization which limited their
usage,

* as an impact from the outside a number of apps, programs,
streaming platforms, etc. following sanctions stopped deli-
vering their service to the users in Russia.

Thus the question of how people deal with this transformation
while teaching creative industries was raised. Do they use some
ways to bypass the new limits or they change their initial goals to
follow the new rules and circumstances? In other words, what is
the exact impact of these transformative processes on the level of
everyday teaching practices in the area mostly affected.

The survey was carried out in October 2022 and was focused
on students, professors and representatives of creative industries
in four regions of the country with about 60 complete responses
from each of them (about 240 responses in sum).

The survey has eight units of questions, seven of them are de-
voted to different areas of practices (public self-representation,
communication, leisure, etc.), the eighth consists of some perso-
nal information about the respondents.

Each of the seven units is based on the same logic of pairs
of questions comparing practices on January 2022 and October
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2022. Responses in the unit devoted to creative practices, techno-
logical transformation and work/studying will be the main focus
of the talk.

EMPIRICAL INVESTIGATION ON THE INFORMAL
AND NON-FORMAL LEARNING IN THE KAZAKH
TRILINGUAL PROGRAM AT UNIVERSITY LEVEL

This study is dedicated to the faculty members’ formality of lear-
ning. It mainly concerns to their informal and non-formal learning
intrilingual program of Kazakhstani universities. According to the
theory, most of learning happens through informal and non-formal
learning process which basically depends on learners’ interest and
initiatives. There are a range of various informal learning activities
(Matthews, 2013) as well as non- formal learning forms (Schugu-
rensky, 2010; Straka, 2009; Rogers, 2014).

For investigating teachers’ learning formality, qualitative
method of research is utilized. Semi-structured interviews were
conducted with faculty members. Research diaries were imple-
mented via qualtrics software (questionnaire) as appropriate re-
search tools for data collection. The questions of the survey were
directed to identify how teachers learn informally. We recruited
(n=27) faculty members from different faculties and two different
universities.

Systematic content analysis were accomplished with the help
of Atlas.ti and SPSS software. As a result, we identified the clas-
sification of four teachers’ learning clusters (Active and efficient
collaborators, Competitive lifelong learners, Challenge confront-
ers, Passive job-performers) (Aubakirova, 2021) by designating
different informal and non-formal learning activities and events
faculty members frequently involved in. Research diary results
(n= 233 responses) analyzed by SPSS software determined how
teachers learn informally. This study reveals (informal learning
process and practice) statistical results determined and analyzed
by SPSS: the day period, lengths of learning activities, description
of learning activity and type of new knowledge, source, channel
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and tools of learning, learners’ and collaborators’ roles, motiva-
tion for the learning activity, place of learning as well as the level
of utilizing the new knowledge in practice.

ASESSING READING COMPREHENSION SKILLS
OF YOUNG LEARNERS

The largest minority in Slovakia is the Hungarian minority, which
has an extensive network of schools with Hungarian being the
language of instruction from kindergarten to university. (Vanco
2020)

The aim of this study is to assess the level of reading compre-
hension skills of fourth graders in primary schools with Hunga-
rian as the language of instruction in Slovakia and to answer re-
search questions on which types of text are problematic for pupils
and what differences are in pupils’ performance.

The research was conducted on a nationally representative
sample, with a total of 353 pupils participating in the survey. The
number of respondents covers 10% of pupils in the fourth grade
of primary school with Hungarian as the language of instruction
in Slovakia. The reading comprehension test used by our research
team to assess the respondents’ level of reading comprehension
included three different types of text (narrative, expository, in-
formative) and a total of 38 age-appropriate questions.

The test included both open-ended and closed-ended ques-
tions. The results obtained show well that reading comprehension
is strongly influenced by the type of text. In the fourth grade, com-
prehending texts of an informative nature proved to be the easiest,
while comprehending narrative texts posed the greatest problem
for students. This can be partly explained by the fact that the in-
formative text was a weather report from everyday life, and prior
knowledge and background knowledge greatly influences reading
comprehension. The reader’s experience so far creates the mean-
ing of language, texts and the world, and a series of researches
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explicitly prove that knowledge of the topic greatly influences the
reading comprehension of the text. (Blomert—Csépe 2012)

COLLABORATIVE ONLINE
INTERCULTURAL LEARNING,
HOW TO SECURE A SUCCESSFUL PROJECT

How can you make students from different horizons
work and learn together on the basis of joint projects and let them
live a rich intercultural experience?”

It looks simple at first sight, but after a second thought, things
may not look upon as straightforward as you think they were.

Collaborative Online Intercultural Learning projects are
also termed as Virtual Exchange (VE) or telecollaboration pro-
jects. They can all be looked upon as educational projects in
which students from diverse geographical, cultural, linguistic
backgrounds interact, collaborate and learn online under guid-
ance from their teachers/lecturers.

All these COIL projects are culture-dependent, necessarily
multifaceted and, to a certain extent unpredictable as different
educational structures and backgrounds and institutional contexts
need to be taken into account.

Moreover, they are also all subject to different linguistic, digi-
tal and cross-cultural aspects. They are dynamic and time-related
and interactive, which makes them kind of unpredictable, what-
ever the efforts you make to structure them.

This presentation will outline the good tips one might need to
take into account in order to make such projects successful. Based
on different examples, recommendations will be provided to limit
the risks of unpredictability.

Whatever the topic you ask your students to work upon, there
are standard guidelines you need to follow and issues which must
be dealt with, such as

« agreeing on the project objectives, global methodology,

calendar, coaching style and assessment system,
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sorting out the question of initiating and facilitating the
dialogue within the multicultural groups of students you
will have made,

deciding how to break the ice,

organising teamwork and making the participants respon-
sible for the team output,

sharing similar instructions to all the participants at the
same time,

agreeing on the same deliverables and on assessment,
finalising the project,

finding a way to invite students to evaluate and share their
own personal involvement and contribution to the team.

Asteachers and lecturers coaching such projects, we would like

the students to interact as much as they can and reflect on their
own practices. We encourage teamwork and cooperation, as well
as peer assessment and learning from others. There’s a real change
in the paradigm when COIL projects are initiated. Not only for the
lecturers, but also for the participants. There’s a gentle shift from
traditional teaching to flipped classrooms.

EDUCATIONAL ASPECTS OF CLIMATE CRISIS,
SUSTAINABILITY AND MENTAL HEALTH

Social sciences contribute to the understanding of cognitive pro-
cesses, psychological protective mechanisms and mental health
issues concerning climate crisis and global sustainability issues.
It is of vital importance to provide factual information about the
possible causes, the expected effects and the interplay of techno-
logical, economical, political, social and psychological obstacles
to take appropriate action on the system level as well as on the
personal level. It is our responsibility to grow awareness of the
physical and mental health risks, the physical and psychological
symptoms that are connected to climate change and the deterio-
ration of nature and the increase of natural and social induced
threats.

In our syllabus we’ll integrate climate and sustinability topics
from a psychological aspect (e.g. mental health, emotional and
cognitive processes, biases in information processing) and teach
methods to mitigate the negative psychological effects of the cli-
mate crisis. It is our educational aim to make the young generation
get prepared to the new challenges, become well informed about
the complexity of the problem, more resilient to adapt and handle
negative emotions (such as eco-anxiety), and become more aware
of our psychological denial processes to help them better control
themselves, build stong communities and take action towards a
sustainable human life on Earth.

THE ROLE OF POP CULTURE
IN THE INTERPRETATION OF HIGH CULTURE

Postmodern cults tend to create new terrains of interpretations
of pieces of art or urban locations. Cultural sites and pieces of
art have gained new interpretations by the agency of literature
and film tourists who tend to disregard the ,,original” meanings
of buildings, sites or objects and would interpret what they see
according to different registers. What is the experience of the
tourist who wants to see the locations of the Angels and Demons
and wishes to feel s/he participates in the film? What reality is it
s/he claims to experience? The question to be raised in this study
is how ‘high art’ is ‘consumed’ by the ‘low culture’ of tourism
induced by pulp fiction and blockbuster film and whether tour-
ist gaze and film tourist gaze are valid interpretative agencies in
a seemingly infantile gamification process of film location city
tours.

Bernini’s The Ecstasy of Saint Theresa in Santa Maria della
Vittoria, Rome as a background of a scene in the movie Angels
and Demons motivate 21st century tourists to participate in An-
gels and Demons tours available in many forms. The baroque
statue and Christian exthasy will be analysed in terms of the four-
ist gaze and the male gaze in the framework of cultural memory,
social representation and Hans Belting’s anthropology of images
confronted with a hermeneutic approach.

VALIDATION IN THE EDUCATION SYSTEM:
DIFFERENCES IN DEVELOPMENT BETWEEN THE
WESTERN AND EASTERN EU MEMBER STATES

The presentation overviews the validation’s functions, actors and
good practices from a European perspective. (Cedefop, 2009 and
Cedefop 2015.)

This new tool of the validation appeared as one of the six pil-
lars of the European Memorandum of Lifelong Learning on the
European adult education policy agenda. (Memorandum, 2000)

The validation processes’ development in the European con-
text follows a two-speed Europe model, taking in consideration
the Eastern-Western axis. However, the systematic elaboration of
the validation of non-formal and informal learning was prescribed
by the European Council in the recommendation of the 20th De-
cember 2012, with a national-level implementation deadline 2018,
the spread of that new educational-methodological tool was not
everywhere successful yet. (Benkei-Kovacs, 2018.)

The systematic validation can be evaluated as a very complex
tool of the educational-policy, and its complexity retards and hin-
ders its implementation in those countries, which didn’t identify
important functions and concret target population for this alter-
native service of the educational system. (Benkei-Kovacs, 2012;
Borbely-Pecze et al., 2021)

The presentation explores several the development’s success
and dead-ends from the Eastern and Western perspective, with
a short overviews on the earlier French (Mathou, 2018), German
(Ball, 2018), Norwegian (Ure, 2018), Italian (Perulli, 2018), Portu-
guese (Guimaraes, 2018), Slovenian (Pavkov, 2018) and Hungarian
(Tot, 2018) case studies. The analysis is taking in consideration
some important background factors (for example annual working
performance of workers, employment and education level of the
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population in the given countries), what can be used as raiser for the
national development for the Eastern countries (based on the sour-
ce of Eurostat database). The investigation is using desk research
method, realizing the content analysis of the Cedefop country re-
ports of the European Inventory of validation.

The research tries to draw the attention on some aspects, which
could be useful for the future developments as well, especially in
the Hungarian case.

PROFILING HUNGARIAN K12 TEACHERS BASED
ON THEIR TECHNO-PEDAGOGICAL SKILLS:
STATE OF AFFAIRS AND DEVELOPMENT
POSSIBILITIES DURING AND POST-PANDEMIC

Covid-19-triggered emergency remote teaching shed light on the
discrepancies of the long-desired digital transformation of educa-
tion. To learn more about Hungarian K12 (primary and secondary)
teachers’ techno-pedagogical skills, this study aimed to measure
how they rate the components of the Technological Pedagogical
Content Knowledge (TPACK) framework. The observed mean
values gave grounds for clustering Hungarian K12 teachers based
on their existing techno-pedagogical skills as well as proposing
possible directions for development. It was found that among tea-
chers who participated in the study (N = 216), 20% belonged to
the group of Beginners, 40% were Independent, and 40% were
Advanced users of techno-pedagogical tools and methods in their
teaching. The groups were rather homogenous as gender, age, qu-
alification, and teaching experience were not predictors of tech-
no-pedagogical knowledge. Beginners needed help on the very
operational levels of technology, Independent users transformed
traditional teaching methods in the online space, while Advanced
users planned face-to-face and online classes differently but also
included techno-pedagogy in their everyday classroom teaching
practices even before the pandemic. It was further observed that
teachers in all groups were generally motivated in preparing for
their online lessons, but the perceived motivation of their learners
was much lower, and teachers did not generally consider fully on-
line teaching as effective as hybrid or in-class instruction.

THE POST-PARTISANS. ANTI-PARTISANS,
ANTI-ESTABLISHMENT IDENTIFIERS,
AND APARTISANS. NEW APPROACHES
TO POLITICAL IDENTITIES.

LESSONS FROM LATIN AMERICA

Where party identification is in decay or in flux, alternative politi-
cal identifications have gained centrality. In this conference, I will
develop a typology of post-partisan political identities: alternative
ways in which rejection of or the absence of partisan politics are
defining political identifiers or non-identifiers. Based on original
evidence collected through opinion polls in different Latin Ame-
rican countries, as well as applying an innovative measurement, [
will show the respective magnitudes and ideological composition
of anti-partisans (individuals who hold negative partisanships:
strong identities based on predispositions against a specific po-
litical party or movement), anti-establishment identifiers (indivi-
duals who hold many negative partisanships simultaneously), and
apartisans (individuals who lack any positive or negative parti-
sanships). I will demonstrate the usefulness of employing these
categories in order to better understand different levels of party
system institutionalization, party-building, and partisan polariza-
tion in other regions of the world like Europe.

TEACHERS’ VIEWS ON THE COMMUNICATIONAL
ASPECTS OF ONLINE ORAL EXAMS

Online communication is of a different nature compared to the
features and patterns of face-to-face off-line conversational situ-
ations and contexts, which is characteristic of tertiary-level exam
situations as well. Due to the pandemic lockdown of 2020-2021,
an investigation into teachers’ perceptions, beliefs and attitudes
regarding online oral exams lent themselves to deeper explora-
tions as the obligatory requirements of online assessment were
introduced in all types of oral exams, such as oral reports, end-
of-term exams, comprehensive and final exams, and admission
interviews. Our aim is to gain insights into the communicational
features of online exams highlighting them from teachers’ per-
spectives. Online oral exams have greatly profited from conven-
tional face-to-face on-campus oral exams in terms of issues like
validity and reliability, preparation, test process and structure,
time, technique, evaluation, and emotional variables.

The presentation summarizes the potential benefits and draw-
backs of oral exams as well as how they have changed for the
online setting.

The present pilot study used semi-structured interviews with
university teachers concentrating on the participants’ experience
gained during online oral exams with a special focus on com-
municational aspects as follows: verbal, non-verbal language use,
ethical issues, methodology and techniques, essential skills and
competences.

The preliminary results show that online oral exams were still
employed in higher education with the aim of getting feedback on
students’ deeper understanding.

THE IMPACTS OF THE WEST TO THE MEDIA
POLICY DURING THE KADAR ERA

There are several interpretive frameworks of the media policy of
the Kadar era. Researchers who highlight the totalitarian narra-
tive, often argue that the submissive relationship with the Eastern
Block has decisively determined the operation of the media sys-
tem. In other words: the leadership of the Hungarian Party did
not have a chance to deviate from the official Soviet declarations.
But in contrast, the media system theory approach could show the
dynamically changing relationship of the media and the political
system.

If we analyze the connections of these two systems, we can
say that the media policy on the rhetorical level was committed to
the Soviet communist press system (Siebert et al. 1956/1984), but
the media control was more flexible in practice. The approaches
of the media and the methods of the control were dynamically
changed during the years: there were stricter and permissive
times. According to these changes we can define several media
political periods, so we can say that this media system was not as
homogeneous as the totalitarian narrative often states.

The control mechanisms of the media were influenced by
many factors, like the financial crisis, the foreign policy strategy,
the potential of the professionalization of journalism (Hallin &
Mancini 2004/2008) or the level of social legitimacy. But the ef-
fects of the opening process toward the West is less highlighted in
the contemporary literature.

In this presentation I attempt to show the connections between
the opening policy and the changes of the media control. I argue
that after the Revolution of 1956, the West became an increasingly
important issue in the media political decisions. Demonstrating
party communiqués, I will try to reveal how the openness formed
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the concepts of the Hungarian media, and how the phenomena of
“West” manifested in the information policy. I also would like
to show how the interpretations of the media and it’s function
have changed during the years, and how these changes affected
the Hungarian media research field.

MONITORING MEDIA OWNERSHIP:
PRESENTATION OF AN EU PROJECT
WITH BBS PARTICIPATION

Liberal democracies have consistently ascribed democratic roles
to news media, namely, to provide citizens with accurate informa-
tion about current affairs, to mediate different interests in socie-
ties, and to expose wrongdoings and abuse of power. Democratic
accountability with regard to the fulfilment of these roles requires
media ownership transparency, as encouraged by the European
human rights framework. Standards and guidelines are provided
in several official documents. The European Democracy Action
Plan, presented by the European Commission in December 2020,
intends to empower citizens, and make EU democracies more re-
silient. As part of this plan, it expects to enhance transparency in
ownership and control of news media.

This presentation intends to demonstrate the research work
carried out by the Communication Studies Department at BBS
as a consortium member in the Euromedia Ownership Moni-
tor (EurOMo) pilot project to fulfil this objective. In September
2022 a database with information on ownership and control of
the most relevant news media in 15 EU countries, including Hun-
gary; country reports that assess the level of transparency of this
information.

We collected and organised data available in public sources in
Hungary. We considered information about direct and ultimate
ownership of news media, cross-market operation, editorial res-
ponsibility, funding and revenues, role of algorithmic filtering,
legal framework, role of National Regulatory Authorities (NRAs),
among others.
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Organised in a country-by-country basis, the pilot version of
the EurOMo is composed by: (1) a searchable database of news
media and owners; (2) comparable assessments of the transpa-
rency of these news media and the risks to transparency in owner-
ship and control; and (3) reports that summarise the most relevant
findings. Based on the findings of this research the presentation
will highlight the main similarities and differences between the
media systems of the EU democracies and Hungary.

A pszichoanalizis iskolateremtd teoretikusa,
Freud elméleti bazisat tigy tessziik elemzésiink targyava, hogy be-
mutatjuk a legfrissebb nemzetkozi kutatdsi eredményeket, hiszen
a feederizmus esetében a korabbi szexualis oromforrasok helyére
1€pd, azok helyettesitésre szolgald képzetelemmé valik az etetés,
a szeretett személynek valo f6zés és az étkeztetéssel kapcsolatos
oromokozas az etetd (feeder) személyek életében. Osszevetjiik a
kutatasi eredményeket a DSM-5 vonatkozo kritériumrendszeré-
vel, s a feederizmus kapcsan Prohaska érvelését tekintjiik mérv-
adonak, miszerint: a feederizmus kozdsségi viselkedés, amely
nem illeszkedik tokéletesen sem a normadlis, sem pedig a patolo-
gias kategoriaba. A jelenség felismerése azért kiilondsen fontos,
mert a feeder hozzatartozo6 altal ,,etetett” személyek korében ma-
gasabb a metabolikus szindroma kialakuldsanak kockazata és ez-
altal a cerebrovaszkularis torténések eléforduldsi valdszinilisége.
Csaladorvosi praxisgyakorlattal és siirgdsségi ligyeleti ellatdsban
is részt vevo szakemberekként Osszegezziik a feederizmus tiine-
tegylittesét, ezaltal az alapellatasban dolgozo kollégaknak sorve-
zetdt nyUjtva a feederizmus felismeréséhez és az ebben érintett
paciensek mindennapi gondozasahoz.

Mig sokan forradalmi ujitast latnak benne, mésok fel-
szines, hangzatos szolamok gylijteményeként és erdltetett, mes-
terkélt optimizmusként elutasitjak. Felmeriil az a kérdés is, hogy
a pozitiv pszicholdgiat 6nallo pszicholdgiai irdnyzatnak tekintsiik
vagy inkébb a tanacsadd modszerek kozé soroljuk?

Az 0jabb iskola rovid bemutatasat kdvetden a pozitiv pszicho-
logia alkalmazasi lehetdségeit vizsgdlom az egyetemi oktatas-
ban. Hogyan épithetjiik be szempontjait meglévd kurzusainkba,
milyen haszna lehet ennek egy gazdasagi egyetem tantervében?
